have agreed as follows:

Special conditions
Article 1 — Purpose
1.1	The purpose of this contract is the award of a grant by the contracting authority to finance the implementation of the action entitled: <title of the action> (the ‘action’)] described in Annex I.
1.2	The beneficiary(ies) shall be awarded the grant on the terms and conditions set out in this contract, which consists of these special conditions (the ‘special conditions’) and the annexes, which the beneficiary(ies) hereby declares it has noted and accepted.
1.3	The beneficiary(ies) accepts the grant and undertakes to be responsible for carrying out the action.

Article 2 — Implementation period of the action
2.1	This contract shall enter into force on the date when the second of the two parties signs.
2.2	Implementation of the action shall begin on:
-	the first day of the month following the date on which the first instalment of pre-financing is paid by the contracting authority
2.3	The implementation period of the action, as laid down in Annex I, is <number of months>.
2.4	The execution period of this contract shall end when the payment of the balance is made by the contracting authority and, in any event, at the latest 18 months after the end of the implementation period as stipulated in Article 2.3 unless postponed in accordance with Article 12.5 of Annex II.

6.2	In the event of a conflict between the provisions of the present special conditions and any annex thereto, the special conditions shall take precedence. In the event of a conflict between the provisions of Annex II and those of the other annexes, those of Annex II shall take precedence.

Article 7 — Other specific conditions applying to the action
7.1	The general conditions in Annex II are supplemented by the following:
7.1.1		For the purpose of this agreement, the following legal entities are considered as affiliated entities:

[bookmark: _GoBack]7.1.2	Where the implementation of the action requires the setting up or the use of a project office, the beneficiary(ies) may declare as direct eligible costs the portion of the operating costs of the project office described in the proposal which corresponds to the duration of the Action either based on costs actually incurred by the project office for the action or on the cost apportionment approach presented as part of the proposal.	  
	
7.2	The following derogations from Annex II shall apply:
7.2.1		All references to the EU as funding entity and EU Commission as the contracting authority shall be interpreted as Italy being the funder and AICS Maputo the contracting authority. In particular, the following adaptations shall apply.
7.2.2	For the purpose of Article 1.3 of the general conditions, personal data related to the implementation of the contract must be processed by the contracting authority (Italian Agency for Development Cooperation - Maputo Office) in accordance to the applicable EU and Italian law. 7.2.4	For the purpose of Article 5, par. 5.3, and of Article 7, par. 7.2, of the general conditions, instead of “European Commission” shall be read “Italian Government Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Development Cooperation”. 	
7.2.5	Paragraph 6.1 of Article 6 of the general conditions shall be replaced by the following text:
	“The beneficiary(ies) must take all necessary steps to publicise the fact that the Italian Agency for Development Cooperation (AICS) has financed or co-financed the action. As far as possible, actions that are wholly or partially funded by AICS must incorporate information and communication activities designed to raise the awareness of specific or general audiences of the reasons for the action and the support from AICS for the action in the country or region concerned, as well as the results and the impact of this support.
	The beneficiary(ies) must comply with the objectives and priorities and guarantee the visibility of the AICS financing (see the Communication and Visibility Manual for AICS, published at https://www.aics.gov.it/home-ita/settori/linee-guida).”
7.2.6	For the purpose of Article 6, par. 6.2, Article 8, Article 12, par. 12.2(k) and Article 14, par. 14.10, of the general conditions, instead of “European Commission” shall be read “Italian Agency for Development Cooperation”.
7.2.7	For the purpose of Article 6, par. 6.3 and 6.4, Article 7, par. 7.5, Article 11, par. 11.8, Article 12, par. 12.2(k), 12.5 and 12.8, and Article 14.11(c), of the general conditions, instead of “European Union” shall be read “Italian Agency for Development Cooperation”.
7.2.8	For the purpose of Article 6, par. 6.5 and Article 7, par. 7.2, of the general conditions, the reference to the European Commission is not applicable.
7.2.9	For the purpose of Article 15, par. 15.5(e), of the general conditions, the reference to the “OLAF” shall be interpreted as the appropriate Italian investigating authority.
